Reporting to the Community Supervisor, the Maintenance Worker performs general upkeep of all Southeast CFS properties 

in Berens River First Nation Community: 

• Perform general maintenance duties on properties and equipment 

• Conduct routine inspections of all SECFS properties 

• Ensures the general upkeep of the facility such as cleaning floors, washrooms, windows, collects and disposes of 

garbage, vacuums, spot washes accessible walls 

• General landscape upkeep including: snow shoveling and grass cutting 

• Checks, cleans, moves, and arranges furniture as required 

• Checks doors and windows to ensure building security 

• Reports safety concerns and repair issues (i.e. furniture and fixtures) 

• Performs other duties as assigned
